authentic materials.

. Students will be able to ask and respond to questions about familiar topics based

on their own lives and interests.

Students will be able to comprehend and apply vocabulary in appropriate

contexts when engaged in conversations and correspondence.

. Students will be able to express and elicit feelings and emotions in the target

language.
